Historic Neighborhood Security Association is a security association of residents from 
Heritage Hills, Heritage Hills East and Mesta Park who want to keep our neighborhoods safe 
through the use of police officers that patrol our area. It is a not-for-profit organization. 
Members pay monthly dues to fund this effort. Police officers compensation, the patrols 
vehicle and associated costs, cellular telephone fees, and administrative fees are paid solely 
by the members of HNSA. The members of the HNSA board dedicate hours towards this 
effort. All residents in the neighborhoods benefit from a service paid for by a percentage of the 
residents. 

The current rash of home and car burglaries we are experiencing should highlight why 
security is so important to all of us. Having had my home broken into in the early morning 
hours of 12-12-2010 while I slept, with personal property and my car stolen, certainly brought 
the necessity home to me. Walking downstairs to find the door and window wide open and 
knowing that thieves were in every room downstairs has been difficult to accept. Yes, I am 
very grateful that no harm came to me. Things can be replaced. Normally very diligent in 
setting the security devices, I simply failed to reset the alarms as I am sure many of you have 
occasionally forgotten.

We currently have enough funding to support approximately 18 hours a day service. During 
unusual times (rash of burglaries, ice storms, power outages, etc.), HNSA reacts swiftly to 
increase the security for the current emergency. HNSA balances those extended hours out in 
other months. Officers have been following vehicles that appear to be looking for their next 
target. The suspected vehicle exits the neighborhood quickly when our officers have followed 
it. Unfortunately the night I was burglarized HNSA officers were not on duty. The current 
membership does not support a 24 hour a day service. Please join your neighbors in 
helping to secure your neighborhood. For $35.00 a month you can be part of the solution. 
The fee may be paid yearly or monthly by electronic transfer. HNSA can only schedule hours 
supported by members’ dues. You may call Sheryl Dolan (405-521-0119) or Neighborhood 
Services (405-348-1436) or email security@mestapark.org for more information.

We are ALSO currently looking for a new board member who is willing to develop a new 
membership drive. Each current board member has a continual duty they perform for HNSA, 
and we are looking for an HNSA member that has experience in promotion and marketing to 
join us.
